· Under the direction of senior research scientists, carry out innovative, impactful research of strategic importance to MecRx that will, where possible, lead to novel and important scientific outcomes.
· Contribute to the development of innovative concepts and ideas for further research. 
· Work collaboratively with colleagues within your team, the business unit and across CSIRO and MecRx.
· Perform novel chemical synthesis in support of the MecRx drug discovery programs and to purify and analyse the produced compounds to agreed standards.
· Work to develop the project lead compounds with the aim to produce new leads possessing increased efficacy, improved drug like properties and in-vitro on target activity. This will involve further chemical synthesis of the developed compounds.
