	Role Overview:

Yeates and colleagues in ANIC and international collaborators have generated transcriptome data for over 120 Diptera species, including critical taxa for phylogenomic analysis. Phylogenomic analysis of these sequences will allow for an increased understanding of the phylogenetic relationships of Diptera and result in significant publications in high impact journals.

· Assemble, curate and analyse genomic data from Diptera for phylogenetic analysis.

· Prepare the results of these studies for publication in high impact journals.

· Sample, identify and prepare additional Diptera samples for genomic sequencing and assembly.

· Undertake regular reviews of relevant literature. 

· Produce high quality scientific papers suitable for publication in quality journals, for client reports and granting of patents.

· Prepare appropriate conference papers and present those at conferences as agreed with your supervisor. 

· Contribute to the development of innovative concepts and ideas for further research. 

· Make a contribution to the effective functioning of the research team and help deliver CSIRO’s organisational objectives and plans. 

· Work collaboratively with colleagues within your team, the business unit and across CSIRO.
