	Role Overview:

	Postdoctoral Fellowships at CSIRO provide opportunities to scientists and engineers, who have completed their doctorate and have less than three years relevant postdoctoral work experience. Postdoctoral Fellows are appointed for up to three years and will work closely with a leading Research Scientist or Engineer in their respective field. They carry out innovative, impactful research of strategic importance to CSIRO with the possibility of novel and important scientific outcomes. They present the findings in appropriate publications and at conferences.
The successful postdoctoral fellow will work closely with the Senior Nutritionist and Nutrition team on developing novel sustainable feed solutions and products for aquaculture. A major focus of the role will be in characterising and optimising the impact of beneficial bioactive ingredients on digestive processes and nutritional requirements in marine shrimp. Active involvement in applied Nutrition research with other aquatic species (e.g. crustaceans, finfish and molluscs) is also expected. The Postdoctoral Fellow will be involved in a project with the following key advantages: (i) a large applied industry-funded aquaculture research project; (ii) opportunity to join a dynamic multidisciplinary team integrating across nutrition, genetics and health; (iii) extensive research facilities for aquatic animal trials, state-of-art analytical laboratories and technical support (iv) opportunity to collaborate with scientists at other CSIRO sites across Australia or international collaborative networks.

· Undertake regular reviews of relevant literature and patents, and contribute to the development of innovative concepts and ideas for further research.
· Produce high quality client reports and scientific manuscripts suitable for publication in high impact journals.

· Prepare appropriate conference papers and present those at conferences as agreed with your supervisor.

Pre-Requisites:
1. Education/Qualifications:  A doctorate (or will shortly satisfy the requirements of a PhD) in a relevant discipline area, such as aquatic animal nutrition. 
Please note: To be eligible for this role you must have no more than 3 years of relevant postdoctoral experience.
2. Licence:  Driver’s licence as travel will be required between sites
3. Communication:  High level written and oral communication skills with the ability to represent the research team effectively internally and externally, including at national and international conferences.
4. Publications: A record of publications in quality, peer reviewed journals.
5. Behaviours:  A history of professional and respectful behaviours and attitudes in a collaborative environment.
Essential Criteria:

1. Demonstrated knowledge and expertise in animal nutrition, including the development of feed products, estimation of the nutritional value of raw ingredients, feed formulation, nutritional experiments to estimate nutrient requirements. 
2. Demonstrated knowledge and expertise in biochemistry, including measuring composition of ingredients, feeds, and tissues, for a range of biochemical parameters, as well as hands-on experience with advanced laboratory equipment (eg. LC-MS, GC, ICP-MS).   
3. The ability to work effectively as part of a multi-disciplinary, regionally dispersed research team, plus the motivation and discipline to carry out autonomous research.
4. A record of science innovation and creativity, plus the ability & willingness to incorporate novel ideas and approaches into scientific investigations.
Desirable Criteria:

1. Hands-on experience with aquaculture nutrition research, preferably on crustaceans.
2. Sound expertise in at least one complimentary research field such as ‘-omics’ approaches, nutrient tracing, organic chemistry, gastrointestinal systems, gut microbiota, bioengineering.

If a candidate has submitted, but their PhD has not yet been formally attained, the starting salary will be CSOF4-1 $78,479. Upon CSIRO receiving written confirmation that the PhD has been awarded (within a six month period from commencement date), the salary will be increased to the negotiated level and the difference will be back-paid to the Officer’s start date.
Other special requirements:

Appointment to this role may be subject to conditions including security/medical/character clearance requirements. Applicants who are not Australian Citizens or Permanent Residents may be required to undergo additional security clearance processes; which may include medical examinations and an international standardised test of English language proficiency (i.e. IELTS test).-
