	Role Overview:

	This is an exciting opportunity for a Research Scientist to work in a highly influential and well connected group tackling some of Australia’s most pressing problems.

The role of Research Scientist Staff in CSIRO is to conduct innovative research leading to scientific achievements that are aligned with CSIRO's strategies. You may be engaged in scientific activity ranging from fundamental research to the investigation of specific industry or community problems.  You will have the opportunity to build and maintain networks, play a lead role in securing project funds, provide scientific leadership and pursue new ideas and approaches that create new concepts. You may be involved in leading research projects or undertaking work that has impact on the development of scientific or technical knowledge.

The role will develop and apply foresighting, analysis and solutions to help agribusiness and financial institutions meet market, social licence and business growth in the face of climate, climate policy impacts and stakeholder/shareholder/consumer concerns and pressures.

The role will span the value chain (and analyse vulnerability across the value chain), take an innovation systems approach to technology adoption, evaluate multi-criteria risk and benefits sufficient to realistic assess natural capital values and integrated progress to millennium sustainability goals.  

Work will be targeted to business as a progressive package of foresighting and vulnerability assessment, LCI/emissions/ profiling and environmental footprinting, followed by de-risking strategies and co-development of relevant technology.  It is expected that deep organisation to organisation relationships will be built.

The role will draw on domain, systems and climate modelling from elsewhere in the organisation and National Innovation System and work with business to develop contextually appropriate solutions.  It is expected that the learning from these engagements will create a set of platform technologies allowing on-going, scalable service provision (tools such as current and next generation Adaptive Value Chains Tool), and create a deep body of learning which can be summarised for principles to guide policy and institutional setting to create an environment to support on-going autonomous business adaptation.


	Duties and Key Result Areas:

	· Incorporate novel approaches to scientific investigations by adapting and/or developing original concepts and ideas for new, existing and further research. 
· Develop relationships with Australian Agribusiness that generates understanding of climate change challenges and leads to CSIRO business (and revenue) as bi-lateral or through multi-lateral partnerships.
· Engage with Governments to contribute to policy in the area of agriculture and climate change

· As a national leader in the area of agribusiness value chain climate change adaptation contributes to national and international agendas, advises industry, communities and governments.
· Develop technologies that are adopted or used in consultation with industry to mitigate climate change risk, drive sustainable development goals, and promote social licence in the face of greenhouse gas mitigation and climate change challenges.
· Publish results and patent and commercialise applications.
· Provide leadership to colleagues and students and generate and coordinate resources to develop science impact in the area of agribusiness climate change and greenhouse gas response.  
· Use networks and acumen to build capacity (virtual, distributed or in-house) to prosecute the climate change and agribusiness agenda.
· Develop relationships with industry and government forums to guide agribusiness on pathways and approaches to greenhouse gas performance benchmarking and best management practice (with respect to GHG) that leads to CSIRO business (and revenue) as bi-lateral or through multi-lateral partnerships

· Communicate effectively and respectfully in the interests of good business practice, collaboration and enhancement of CSIRO’s reputation.
· Produce high quality scientific and/or engineering papers suitable for publication in quality journals and for presentation at national and international conferences.

· Work effectively as an integral member or leader of a multi-disciplinary, often regionally dispersed research team, to undertake independent scientific investigations and carry out/delegate associated tasks under broad guidance from more senior Research Scientists/Engineers.

· Work collaboratively and honestly with internal and external colleagues, clients and partners to develop and progress challenging but realistic research plans for a range of research projects.

· Lead research projects including the negotiation of resource requirements.

6. The ability to work effectively as a member or leader of a multi-disciplinary, regionally dispersed research team, and carry out independent individual research, to achieve organisational goals.
7. A significant record of science innovation and creativity plus the ability to apply well developed research skills to scientific investigations.

1. Experience in leading multi-stakeholder projects.
2. Experience in working in agribusiness or equivalent.
