	Role Overview:

	The role of Administrative Staff in CSIRO is to provide administrative and management services to support the effective provision of research and development activities.  This involves the development and implementation and/or administration of policies, systems and procedures that assist the Organisation and the Business Units to achieve their objectives and meet Government and regulatory responsibilities. At the Senior level staff may be involved in management and contribute to the strategic directions of the area.
The role of Executive Transformation Program Designer in Data61 is to design a 1-2 day pilot education program that provides an immersive science and technology experience for C-Suite and Board level executives from top companies across Australia (eg ASX200, top 50 private companies).  Topics will include global mega trends, paradigm changing science topics (such as AI, robotics, genomics, additive manufacturing) and the transition to an outcome economy. The purpose of the program is to transform how executives think about the intersection of science and business, how these domains are affecting one another, and how they can capitalise on emerging industries to drive new growth. 
To be successful in this role, strong communication along with an established understanding of the digital and data economy are required.  You will be able to translate this understanding into actionable content for program attendees and be able to work with leading Australian researchers to shape how they communicate their science vision and impact in market interactions.
