	Role Overview:

	The role of Research Projects staff in CSIRO is to collaborate in scientific activities with other staff usually by assisting with detailed planning, undertaking or assisting with experimental and observational tasks, and in carrying out the more practical aspects of this work.

	· Identify and process live and dead insects in the field and in the laboratory.
· Evaluate insect traps. This includes setting up traps, making changes to trap structures, collecting observational and video data on insect behaviour in lab, glasshouse and field environments, identifying insects from images, and recording image data in spread sheets.
· Maintain plant and insect colonies to high quality standards.
· Undertake the tasks associated with the implementation of real-time monitoring grids in urban and rural locations of South Australia, Victoria, Western Australia, Tasmania and New South Wales regularly and for extended periods of time (e.g. two weeks).
· Set up, run and maintain macro digital imaging devices for data capture.
· Generate and collect information for website and promotional project material and, where required, develop and maintain website to ensure up-to-date content.
· Communicate effectively and respectfully with all staff, clients, stakeholders and suppliers in the interests of good business practice, collaboration and enhancement of CSIRO’s reputation.

· Provide instruction on activities pertaining to the immediate work area and responsibilities, as required.
