	Role Overview:

	The role of Research Projects staff is to collaborate and perform scientific and associated activities, under the broad direction of research scientists/engineers, usually by assisting with detailed planning, undertaking or assisting with experimental and observational work, and in carrying out the more practical aspects of the work.
The incumbent will work as part of a team in research activities at laboratory, pilot or industrial scale for the Food Innovation Centre located in the Werribee suburb of Melbourne in Victoria. This will include involvement in the development and testing of extraction, separation and biomaterial transformation processes.

The new role will also involve operating pilot scale unit operations such as separation technologies including process chromatography and membrane systems, different drying systems, extrusion, fermentation, and megasonics, and be a resource for CSIRO’s Food Program. While understanding industry needs, the new officer will be capable of working collaboratively at customer sites, when required, during the technology demonstration and assessment phase of projects and during the technology transfer and commercialisation phase.

· Make contribution to interpreting, reporting and communicating research results to industry and the scientific community.
