	Role Overview:

	Postdoctoral Fellowships at CSIRO provide opportunities to scientists and engineers who have completed their doctorate and have less than three years relevant postdoctoral work experience.  These fellowships will help launch their careers, provide experience that will enhance their career prospects, and facilitate the recruitment and development of potential leaders for CSIRO. 

Postdoctoral Fellows are appointed for up to three years or part time equivalent and will work closely with a leading Research Scientist or Engineer in their respective field. They carry out innovative, impactful research of strategic importance to CSIRO with the possibility of novel and important scientific outcomes. They present the findings in appropriate publications and at conferences.
Flies are dirty: they transmit microbes from dirty environments to our domestic animals and us.  Exactly what microbes they transmit is poorly understood.  The successful candidate will high throughput sequencing to survey the microorganisms on two common fly species, and explore the use of flies as autonomous drones for environmental sampling.
· The successful candidate will establish and compare the microbiomes of the House fly (Musca domestica) and the Bush Fly (Musca vetutissima).

· This will involve the sequencing, assembly and identification of microbe genomes from individual flies.

· Using a novel marker system, the candidate will then measure how far these species can be detected carrying microbes from a point bait source.

· Undertake regular reviews of relevant literature. 

· Produce high quality scientific papers suitable for publication in quality journals, for client reports and granting of patents.

· Prepare appropriate conference papers and present those at conferences as agreed with your supervisor. 

· Contribute to the development of innovative concepts and ideas for further research.
