	Role Overview:

	CSIRO Education & Outreach (CEdO) provides science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) programs and resources for teachers and students; special events and community engagement around Australia. The position is part of the Awards team with a focus on the Creativity in Research, Engineering, Science and Technology (CREST) program – including delivering on the Thales funded component of the program.
CREST is a non-competitive awards program that engages and rewards students for open-ended science investigations and technology projects. It also has a focus on teacher professional learning (including pre-service training) in open inquiry. 
The Education Specialist will work within the Awards team and in close collaboration with the Awards Manager to deliver the CREST program and specifically to coordinate the Thales component of the CREST program. The Education Specialist will also work collaboratively with staff across CSIRO Education & Outreach programs to incorporate and deliver the CREST Program into these programs where appropriate.

The Education Specialist will develop, promote and facilitate adult education workshops and materials for Industry STEM professionals and teachers both face to face and online. The Education Specialist will use varied adult facilitation techniques to increase participants’ confidence and understanding of STEM based open ended inquiry and adapt their communication according to diverse audiences.
This role will include both travel locally and interstate.


	Duties and Key Result Areas:

	· Coordinate the Thales program and work in the CREST program in close collaboration with the Awards Manager. 
· Working with Australian universities to implement a Platinum CREST award for selected tertiary ‘pre-service’ teachers to introduce them to inquiry-based learning in the classroom.
· Development and facilitation of adult training workshops in STEM based open inquiry utilising CREST program resources and materials for Industry STEM Professionals and teachers, face to face and online. Align professional learning content and materials to the Australian Curriculum and Australian Professional Standards for Teachers.
· Lead the development and implementation of additional learning materials and resources for the CREST program, including updates to web content and training materials.
· In collaboration with the STEM Professionals in School team support Industry STEM professionals working with teachers in partnered schools in the implementation of CREST materials.
· Liaise with relevant stakeholders.
· Contribute to the management of budgets and reporting as required.

· Coordinate the development, review and implementation of project information, management and communication systems and materials in close collaboration with the Awards Manager.

· Participate in regular team meetings.

· Communicate effectively and respectfully with all staff, clients and stakeholders in the interests of good business practice, collaboration and enhancement of CSIRO’s reputation.

· Work collaboratively with colleagues within your team, the business unit and across CSIRO, to reach objectives and (where relevant) collaborate with external bodies and the general public.
